DESCRIPTION: Budget Unit 1-105 Clerk of the Board

The County Clerk is Ex-Officio Clerk of the Board of Supervisors. This office is charged with the responsibility of
safekeeping all books, papers, and records which are deposited with this office, in accordance with State law.
This office attends all meetings, and maintains all minutes and records of the Board of Supervisors, the
Assessment Appeals Board, and other Board functions.

DEPARTMENT REQUEST:

Requested Net Expenditures for FY 2007-08 total $164,960. This is an increase of $17,198 (11.6%) from the FY
2006-07 Adopted Budget. Departmental Revenues are requested to total $3,000. This is the same as last year.
Therefore, the requested Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is $161,960 which is $17,198 (11.9%) higher than the
prior year.

Major projects and policy issues for this budget unit in the upcoming year include microfilming of Board records
and agreements. ‘

The request for Salaries and Benefits increases by $16,464 (12.3%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted
Budget. The primary reason for this change is normal merit increases and a countywide salaries study that lead
to increases in salaries for all classes in the department. A change is requested to the existing flexibly staffed
Board Clerk I/ll and Board Clerk Il/lll positions to Board Clerk Il for consistency throughout the Clerk-Recorder
divisions. There is no fiscal impact in making the requested position changes.

The request for Services and Supplies decreases by $635 (7.7%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is primarily due to a decrease in computer hardware.



The request for Other Charges increases by $1,856 (39.9%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget. This
is primarily due to an increase in Information Technology charges.

The request for Infrafund Transfers decreases by $487 (38.3%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is primarily due to a decrease in postage and printing charges.

No Fixed Assets are requested.

Total departmental revenue available of $3,000 is the same as the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

This budget is recommended at $162,732, which is $2,228 less than requested. Revenues are recommended at
$3,000 as requested. The Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is $159,732, which is $14,970 (10.3%) more than
the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.

Salaries and Benefits are recommended at $147,774, which is $2,228 less than requested due to a reduction in
County Contribution in Health Insurance based on updated cost information and a reduction in Special Pay based
on a recalculation of costs. To provide consistency throughout the Clerk-Recorder divisions we are
recommending the requested change of the Job Classification from one Board Clerk I/l and one Board Clerk lll
to two flexibly staffed Board Clerks I/I/ll.

Services and Supplies are recommended as requested.

Other Charges and Intrafund Transfers are recommended as requested.

Revenue is recommended as requested.

The Clerk-Recorder concurs with the recommended budget.

DESCRIPTION: Budget Unit 1-502 Elections

This budget unit, which is administered by the County Clerk-Recorder, funds all local elections for the Federal and
State govemments, as well as all County, City, school and special district elections in Sutter County, including all
aspects of registration, establishing precincts.and reporting. Follow-up and purging of inactive registrants is
required as part of voter registration maintenance.

DEPARTMENT REQUEST:

Requested Net Expenditures for FY 2007-08 total $1,103,863. This is an increase of $244,136 (28.4%) from the
FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget. Departmental Revenues are requested fo total $57,310. This is an increase of
$2,541 (4.6%) from last year. Therefore, the requested Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is $1,046,553 which is

$241,595 (30%) more than the prior year.

Major projects and policy issues for this budget unit in the upcoming year include the increase of election
expenses due to an additional Primary Election anticipated in February 2008, the purchase of fixed assets,
maintenance of equipment, licensing, and employee training that is required to support the new voting system.

The request for Salaries and Benefits increases by $64,428 (18.4%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted
Budget. The primary reasons for this change are the normal merit increases, and increases in Extra Help and
Overtime due to the additional February 2008 Primary Election. Exfra Help also increases due to the transfer of
some election workers from Special Departmental Expense to Extra Help. A countywide salary study increased

the salaries of all classes in the department.

The request for Services and Supplies increases by $103,297 (23.3%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted
Budget. This is primarily due to an increase in Special Department Expenses due to the anticipated February
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2008 Primary Election, software and maintenance contracts for the new electronic voting equipment, and
employee training and travel.

The request for Other Charges increases by $11,478 (42.4%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is due to increased Information Technology charges and Insurance.

The request for Intrafund Charges decreases by $25,067 (62.2%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is primarily due to decreases in Intrafund Postage and Printing costs.

Fixed Assets are requested at $90,000. A 400-C Ballot Counter at a cost of $85,000 is requested due fo the
increase in the number of upcoming elections, efficiency and speed in ballot counting, and for back up should the
current ballot counter fail during an election. An automated envelope opener, at a cost of $5,000, is requested for
the same reasons, to aid in the efficiency and speed of opening mail ballots and to add to the one existing

envelope opener as a back up should the current machine fail during an election. '

Total departmental revenue available increases by $2,541 (4.6%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is primarily due to a one-time payment from the State Election Assistance for Individuals with Disabilities
Grant for Help America Vote Act related election supplies to provide accommodations for voters with disabilities,
increases in Candidate Filing and Statement Fees and Other Revenues related to the upcoming February and
June 2008 Primary Elections.

CAOC RECOMMENDATION:

This budget is recommended essentially as requested at $1,103,856, (a $7 decrease has been made in the
Interfund Information Technology account based on updated information). Revenues are recommended as
requested. The Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is $1,046,546, which is $241,588 (30.0%) higher than the FY
2006-07 Adopted Budget.

With the increase in election costs and the number of upcoming elections, the department has developed
programs to frack costs associated with each election. This will assist in budgeting and tracking actual costs of an
election. These costs are partially reimbursed through the State and other local agencies.

The Clerk-Recorder concurs with the recommended budget.

The County Recorder is responsible for recording and fiing documents which verify ownership, liens or
encumbrances, of all land in Sutter County. The Recorder's duties also include reproducing and indexing
documents, papers, maps, and notices for which State law requires recording. Duties also include filing and
maintaining birth, death and marriage records for the County of Sutter.

DEPARTMENT REQUEST:

Requested Net Expenditures for FY 2007-08 total $607,624. This is an increase of $59,769 (10 9%) from the FY
2006-07 Adopted Budget. Departmental Revenues are requested to total $607,624. This is an increase of
$44,178 (7.8%) from last year. Therefore, the Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is $0.

Major projects and policy issues include the use of extra help to convert maps into CD's for reproduction by the
public, reorganizing the index and data entry of previously filed vitals for quicker access and purchase of a fixed
asset. '

The request for Salaries and Benefits increases by $60,460 (16.5%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted
Budget. The primary reason for this change is normal merit increases and a countywide salaries study which
resulted in increases in salaries in all classes of the department. For consistency of positions throughout the
Clerk-Recorder division, we request to change from one Deputy Clerk-Recorder Il and four Deputy Clerk Il
flexibly staffed positions to five flexibly staffed Deputy Clerk Recorder NI positions. The requested change in
positions has no fiscal impact.

The request for Services and Supplies decreases by $3,538 (2.9%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted
Budget. This is primarily due to a decrease in computer hardware and maintenance of equipment.



The request for Other Charges decreases by $3,399 (9.6%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget. This
is primarily due to lower Information Technology charges.

The request for Intrafund Charges decreases by $3,754 (15.5%) compared to the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is primarily due to a decrease in Postage costs.

Fixed Assets are requested at $10,000 for the replacement of one microfilm reader/printer for public and Recorder
use. The current microfilm reader/printer available for public use is no longer able to print and it is not cost
effective to repair the outdated equipment. The equipment would be purchased with Micrographic Recorder Fees
Trust funds. ‘

Total departmental revenue available increases by $44,178 (7.8%) compared fo the FY 2006-07 Adopted Budget.
This is due fo an increase in Interfund Transfer In-Special Revenue from the Recorder’s Upgrading Fee fund to
cover increased expenses in Salaries & Benefits.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

This budget is recommended as requested at $607,624. Revenues are recommended as requested at $607,624.
The Unreimbursed Cost of this budget is zero. This budget is funded through user pay fees and Special Revenue
funds.

Salaries and Benefits are recommended as requested at $426,165. For job classification consistency within the
Clerk-Recorders Divisions, we recommend changing one Deputy Clerk Recorder Il and four Deputy Clerk

Recorder I/l to five flexibly staffed Deputy Clerk Recorder I/l positions.  There is no fiscal impact for this
change.

Services and Supplies are recommended as requested.

Other Charges and Intrafund Transfers are recommended as requested.

Revenues are recommended as requested at $607,624, of which $280,000 is the revenue from Recorders Fees
and $327,624 are transfers from Special Revenue Funds.  Special Revenue funds Vital Records, County
Recorder Upgrade, and Recorder Micrographics fees are represented as one total transfer-in to Account #46578.
The addition of the Special Revenue funds reimburses costs for three and one-half positions, special projects
extra-help staff, supplies, and one microfilm reader printer.

There are no Unreimbursed costs.

The Clerk-Recorder concurs with the recommended budget.
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
